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� Solar Lanterns are devices that make use of sunlight for generation of electricity using solar photovoltaic panel. It has a battery to store the electricity during the day time. The stored electricity can be used during the dark hours for lighting a lamp (CFL). A typical solar panel consist of 7 Watt CFL enough for lighting of about 200 square feet area. It can run for 3 to 5 hours during night.
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
